Walking on Your Own

It's now the season of refreshing young foliage. At Nanzan, *koinobori‘ carp streamers made
by SAKURA are swimming elegantly in blue skies. One month has passed since we welcomed both
new and continuing kindergarteners to Nanzan. Day by day, the children have become acquainted
with their homeroom teachers and are gradually getting used to the new environment.

in the beginning, RINGO (3-yr old class) were anxious at morning dropoff but they are adjusting
well and are happily playing in the sandbox and moving their bodies to music with their homeroom
teacher.

SAKURA (5-yr old class) have become accustomed to their new environment and daily activities
with their mates. They are enjoying playing with the larger, heavier building blocks cooperating to
carry and arrange them. Each child chose colors and shapes to create their own unique ‘koinobori.’
There are activities designed to move together in coordination, to express own thoughts and to share
a common understanding of daily life in SAKURA class. They are now the older brothers and sisters
of the kindergarten.

BARA (4-yr old class) are curious what RINCO in the classroom next door are doing, but they
are in the process of establishing their own rhythm of life, The whole class including the homeroom
teacher are enjoying playing. The habit of clean-up time prepares them to look forward to the next
activity. The class is getting better at listening to the homeroom teacher, and engaging in more
sophisticated movement.

Step by step, each child is moving forward in their new life. The innate qualities of child-like
innocence, boldness and resilience are precious. They encounter a challenge in various instances
